Harbor Safety Plan Committee Reports

Anchorages — Eric Burnette

Committee reported that they are working with the ACOE for adding stern buoys over
the length of the river and where their placement would be most advantageous. They
are looking at adding four to ten stern buoys to the anchorages. Reported they will be
having a meeting on Monday March 15, 2010 from 10:00 A.M. to 1:00 P.M. at the Port
of Portland building.

Harbor Safety Plan — Diane Butorac

The Bunkering chapter as well as the Incident Management chapters were both voted in
unanimously and will be added to the Harbor Safety Plan as standing Standards of
Care/Guidelines.

Ms. Hastings discussed the notification requirements for when a sick individual was
onboard a ship and the CDC's response and roles in the care of the person as well as their role
in preventing the spread of contagious illness to healthy individuals. A discussion was started
over the notification of personnel, i.e. tug crews, pilots, assist vessel personnel, of a possible
sickness onboard a vessel. It was reported that the quarantine anchorage for the Portland
Captain of the Port is the Astoria Anchorage.
